She was setting off to bring it when he
calted after her. "Please” he said “bring me a
scrap of bread in your hand.” "As the Lord your
God lives,” she replied “I have no baked bread,
but only a handful of meal in a jar and a little oil
in a jug; | am just gathering a stick or two to go
and prepare this for myself and my son to eat,
and then we shall die.” But Elijah said to her, “Do
not be afraid, go and do as you have said; but
first make a little scone of it for me and bring it
to me, and then make some for yourself and for
your son. For thus the Lord speaks, the God of
Israel:

"Jar of meal shall not be spent,
jug of oil shall not be emptied,
before the day when the Lord sends
rain on the face of the earth.”

It is not as though Christ had entered a man-
made sanctuary which was only modelled on
the real one; but it was heaven itself, so that

he could appear in the actual presence of God
on our behaif. And he does not have to offer
himself again and again, like the high priest
going into the sanctuary year after year with
the blood that is not his own, or else he would
have had to suffer over and over again since the
world began. Instead of that, he has made his
appearance once and for all, now at the end of
the last age, to do away with sin by sacrificing
himself. Since men only die once, and after that
comes judgement, so Christ, too, offers himseif
only once to take the faults of many on himself,
and when he appears a second time, it will not
be to deal with sin but to reward with saivation
those who are waiting for him.
